I can use latitude and longitude to locate places.

I can use different kinds of maps to analyze places.

I can choose the most appropriate maps and graphics in an atlas to answer specific geographic questions.

I can explain the meaning of time periods, dates, and eras in history, and use them correctly in speaking and writing.

I can compare a modern map and an earlier map of the same area and explain changes over time.

I can describe when/why different groups arrived and where they came from.

I can describe saving as choosing not to spend part of one’s income now in order to spend it later.

I can describe a market as any place or manner buyers and sellers interact to make exchanges.

I can describe prices as payments of money for items exchanged in markets.
