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A Note from the School Nurse

There are 2 important items from the nurses in your packet:

IMMUNIZATIONS: Your child will need several immunizations before starting
school. These are usually given during his/her kindergarten physical. Be sure to schedule
this physical now if your child hasn’t had it yet. You’ll find an immunization form in
your packet. Please turn the form (or any complete record of immunizations) in to the
nurses’ office as soon as possible, but no later than August 27", This will give the
nurse time to process all the forms and notify you if your child is missing any
immunizations. Minnesota law prohibits children Jfrom attending any school (public or
private) without documentation of immunizations. We must hold your child out of
school, starting on the first day, until we have full immunization records. Exceptions
are granted for medical or conscientious reasons; the school nurses can provide you with
information on how to receive this exemption if it applies to your child.

HEALTH HISTORY FORM: This form should be completed by your doctor and
turned in to us. Bring it to your child’s kindergarten physical, or ask the doctor to
complete the form if you child has had his/her physical already. Many doctor’s offices
have their own physical forms which are similar; these are acceptable. If you send the
form in, allow two weeks or so for completion; doctor’s offices get many form requests
during the summer months!

Feel free to call us or drop by to discuss any concerns. We look forward to meeting you
and your kindergartener, and to helping them stay healthy and feeling their best at school.

HEALTH INFORMATION FOR NEW STUDENTS                   Fall 2019 Start





Welcome to Faithful Shepherd from your school nurses! We’d like you to know about:  





IMMUNIZATIONS:  All students must meet Minnesota state immunization requirements.  You’ll find an immunization form in your packet.  Please turn in this form or any complete record of immunizations to the nurses’ office as soon as possible, but no later than the last Monday in August..  Alternately, if you requested a records transfer (including immunizations) from your child’s previous K-8 school, please check with our nurses to make sure complete information was received.  If your child is entering 7th grade, be sure they’ve had their booster immunizations (TdaP [tetanus-diptheria-pertussis]  and meningococcal vaccines) and that those new vaccine dates are included.  Minnesota law prohibits children from attending any school (public or private) more than 30 days after enrollment without documentation of immunizations.  Exceptions are granted for medical or conscientious reasons; the school nurses can provide you with information on how to receive this exemption if it applies to your child.





HEALTH HISTORY FORM:  This parent- and doctor- completed form should be turned in to us before school starts.  It is especially important if your child has any underlying health conditions or concerns. If your child has a current physical on record (typically, every 3 years and prior to KG and 7th grade) you may send this form in to their doctor for completion.  If a physical is needed, bring the form to that appointment.   Many doctor’s offices have their own physical forms which are similar; these are acceptable.  If sending the form in, allow at least 2-3 weeks for completion; doctors’ offices get many form requests during the summer months!





HEALTH CONCERNS:  Please notify the nurses’ office if your child has any ongoing health concerns (asthma, diabetes, Epipen/severe allergy, frequent illnesses, etc).  We will work together to figure out the best way to handle any health needs at school, and to notify teachers and other appropriate staff.





NURSE VISITS DURING SCHOOL:  We are here to help your child if they become ill or injured during the school day.  If your child has a fever (typically 100.0 or greater), is vomiting, or is otherwise ill enough to need to go home, we will call you to come pick them up.  We will also notify you if your child is seen repeatedly in our office or if we have any concerns about their health.  You may get a phone call or note sent home regarding a single office visit that is notable. 





One of our two school nurses is present throughout school hours every school day, and for part of the week prior to the start of school.  Feel free to call, email, or drop by to discuss any concerns.   We look forward to meeting you and your student(s), and to helping them stay healthy and feeling their best at school.
